Incentive Program for ACOEM members to recruit new members

Then, download the Application
Form and print your name on the top above “2008 APPLICATION FOR MEMBERSHIP,” so we
will know to whom the incentive should be awarded! Print out several forms and give them to
your non-member colleagues and tell them how valuable ACOEM will be in their career. To help
you in your recruitment efforts, see “Increasing the Value of Your ACOEM Membership” at
www.acoem.org/gettinginvolved.aspx.
